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SENIOR COLLEGE BARRIER REQUIREMENTS – winds perspective 
 
 
All students must receive at least a grade of B- in all jazz classes and at least a grade of 
C- in all non-jazz music classes to be admitted to Senior College. 
 
JAZZ BARRIER 
 
Jazz students must successfully complete all of the following areas before the end of 
their fourth semester of study to be admitted to Senior College courses.   Two dates per 
semester will be determined (one during the first four weeks, second during the last four 
weeks) for students to demonstrate the required skills. Students can test out of all or any 
part but must have completed the requirements by end of their fourth semester of 
study.  A Jazz faculty member will coordinate and administering the hearing.
